
1.  Bus - If your child/ren will not be travelling on the school bus, PLEASE  contact Ne-

ville or Noelene to let them know, even if this is due to a school event. Either phone or txt 

on 0278148865 or ring their landline 872 4321. You may park your  

vehicle in the bus bay between 9am and 2.45pm but not during collection and drop off 

times.  It is very difficult for our drivers to drop off and collect your children when there is 

a car in the way.   

Please note: Due to tight time constraints your child/ren will need to be at their bus stop 5 

mins early as our drivers will be unable to wait for child/ren who are late to their stops.  

2. Absentees - Please contact the school office if your child/ren are away.  As part of the 

Ministry of Education requirements, we must notify them of student attendance.  If we do 

not hear from you your child will be marked as unexplained, or truant.
