identifying skills they want to develop
and practicing them; and continuing
when they encounter setbacks.

Also it is timely to recognise the
dedication and hard-working nature of
our office administrator, Felicity
Davison. Due to her perseverance we
were able to ensure that almost all of our

school community and their
families made it to the ski trip.
We are very lucky to have her
working in our school.
